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BACKGROUND OF THE LITURGY

GENERAL THEME:
Again we hear of the commission of the Twelve. Jesus takes pains to assure his helpers
that they are safe in the Lord’s care. We too must develop this sense of assurance.

St. Paul speaks of the undoing of the sin of Adam. Sin, the rebellion against God, can only
be undone by the sacrifice of Jesus, our great high priest. We ask to have the sacrifice
work its effects in us.

FIRST READING: Jeremiah 20:10-13

Jeremiah, unlike most of the other Old Testament prophets, feels no need to be reticent
about his interior struggles. There is a progression in this reading, and in the following
psalm, in which the speaker travels from dejection into confidence.

SECOND READING: Romans 5:12-15

St. Paul describes how sin and death entered the world. He then explains that the gift of
Jesus has undone the destruction of souls. We have the remedy for our sinful souls, and
that remedy is Jesus the Savior.

TWELFTH SUNDAY IN

GOSPEL READING: Matthew 10:26-33

In a contrast with Jeremiah’s agitation, Jesus offers comforting words to the Twelve about
the Father’s care for all of them. In the loneliest parts of their mission, they remember that
our God never forgets them—or us.
